
Marble Arch Caves

Know Before You Go Guide



The Marble Arch Caves is located
near Florencecourt, Co
Fermanagh. We offered guided
tours in our show cave. This guide
will help you get ready for your
visit.

There is free car parking. There
are five parking spaces for Blue
Badge holders near the entrance
and two electric vehicle charging
points.

There are dropped kerbs along
the footpaths and the front
entrance has a ramp. The doors
are not automatic but there is a
bell on the right-hand side if you
require assistance.



Reception is to the right of the
main entrance area and has a
lowered level on the right-hand
side.

There are displays in the middle
and sides of the Visitor Centre
showing the formation, history
and geology of the Marble Arch
Caves. The area is a large open
space with a level floor.

There are two small steps up to
the Meeting Room. Handrails are
not provided. A ramp can be put
in place.

The Souvenir Shop is just past
Reception. The souvenirs are
displayed along the walls and
middle of the room.



An accessible toilet is located to
the right, before Reception. There
is an emergency alarm cord
beside the toilet.

There are stairs with handrails
and a lift to get to the lower level.
The Cafe, Audio Visual Room and
Cave Tour Waiting Area are
located down here.

The Audio Visual Room has wide
doors to enter. The lights in here
are discrete, but main lights can
be switched on.

The Cafe is ran by Lilly Annes. A
separate Know Before You Go
Guide is available for Lilly Annes.
The furniture is moveable in this
area.



Guide and Assistance dogs are
welcome in the Visitor Centre.

There are 154 steps to enter/exit
the cave. The tour is 75 minutes in
duration and includes a
subterranean boat trip, and
walking through the cave for 1
mile.

The tour includes getting in/out of
a boat, walking on discrete
lighted pathways and using steps
with handrails. The cave is not
accessible for wheelchair users
or prams.

The PASS Scheme gives a
complimentary ticket for a helper
if you need one to visit the caves. 



Sensory Tools in Nature

The Marble Arch Caves is
surrounded by nature in a quiet
countryside. The perfect place to
explore.

The show cave is cool, at 10
degrees all year round. You can
feel the rocks and fossils here, but
please do not touch the
formations (Stalactites and
Stalagmites).

There is a river running through
the show cave. After heavy
rainfall the river can be noisy.
Listen to the river, this can be
relaxing.



Above ground, stop and listen to
the sounds around you. Hear the
birds singing, and the wind
moving through the trees.

Look at the trees and clouds in
the sky. Can you spot shapes? It
is calming to notice what's
around you.

Put your feet in the grass. Feel the
leaves. You can use these
textures to stim or feel calm.

Watch how the plants and trees
move in the wind. Sway like the
trees. Moving your body can feel
fun and help you feel good.

We aim to preserve the caves’
unique limestone geology and
underground ecosystems for
future generations to explore and
learn from.

We use carefully designed
lighting and pathways to
minimise damage to delicate
cave formations.

Killykeeghan Nature Reserve - A
limestone landscape rich in
biodiversity with an Interpretative
Centre and walking trail.

Cavan Burren Park - This is a
unique landscape with ancient
tombs, stone walls, and scenic
walking trails.
