OCN NI Level 2 Oral Skills for Storytelling course
Introduction

Lough Erne Landscape Partnership, in partnership with the Marble Arch Caves UNESCO Global Geopark (MACUGG), supported through funding from the National Lottery Heritage Fund, are delighted to announce the appointment of Travel & Tourism Associates to deliver a bespoke oral skills for story telling course.  This will be taught within the context of the Fermanagh landscape, where possible.
Course Details
The OCN NI Level 2 Oral Skills for Storytelling course will help to provide participants with essential story telling skills for a wide range of groups. The course will be delivered online either by zoom or Microsoft teams.  It will suit those wishing to explore a new hobby or take a new direction in their career. Training will include research work as well as presentation skills required to tell stories to an audience.  Some preparation work will also be required outside of contact (class) time.  Candidates will be required to deliver a short oral storytelling performance and collate a small portfolio of evidence for their final assessment.   The course will cost £35 and will involve 7 sessions to include a mix of full days (10am – 4pm Saturdays 29th May & 3rd July) and evenings (7 – 9.30pm Mondays 31st May, 7,14,21,28 June).  
Please note: One person can apply to both the storytelling and tour guide courses but there will be 2 weeks overlap in delivery, resulting in an increased investment of your time. If applying to both courses, you will be expected to complete two separate Expression of Interest forms. 

Course fee:  £35 per participant, per course.  An invoice will be issued, to each participant, by Lough Erne Landscape Partnership at the start of the course.
